Oversight Committee Report

         The Oversight Committee’s sub-groups presented their reports. Under KSK personnel a chart was provided which detailed the changes from the original organization to what currently exists. It showed a perceived weaker group of people at KSK working on our project. There was serious concern that Shawn Rairigh was on leave while 70% of his work was to be completed. Serious concern also was expressed about the lack of a Planner for Transportation who was to have completed 30% of his work by now. The question was raised as to whether the project could be put on hold until KSK had solved their staffing projects. It was reported that Suzanna Barucco had just informed us that the Ratsep Group would be unable to fulfill KSK’s requirements and a new consultant was being sought to handle this requirement. 
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         The suggestions for improved communications are currently the process that KSK advised today would occur.
         We perceive the need for a definition of area of the corridor. We feel that it should include all lands visible from the roadways. What is KSK’s vision? 

         The partial mapping supplied raised more questions than it answered. We need an explanation on why the maps are being developed.

         Through out the discussion it was stated several times that we are to raise questions which KSK’s should answer, but we should not offer guidance on how they are managing the project. They were hired to do the project and we should not tell them how to do it.
         Based on the discussion the Advisory Committee was directed to develop an agenda for the meeting which our members could approve via e-mail or by phone. With approval a meeting date and time would be set with KSK. This meeting would hopefully occur before our next regular meeting on July 24th.

Discussion on Stakeholders

         KSK has supplied a suggested list of stakeholders. This will be merged with our proposed list. This list should be discussed with KSK and finalized. The letter to stakeholder will be approved at our next meeting.
Discussion of Twin Bridges

         The Friends of Twin Bridges (landowners in its vicinity) sent a letter to Penn DOT signed by Ford Draper. The letter established their organization as an interested party and requested an environmental impact statement be produced by Penn DOT. The Environmental Management Center of the Brandywine Conservancy sent a similar letter.
         Our proposed letter was approved by Pennsbury and Chadds Ford Townships and will be mailed tomorrow.

Press Release

         It was felt that it was premature to issue a press release. This is an item we should discuss with KSK.
