MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 25, 2008
Call To Order

           Chair Mary Sue Wiedmer called the meeting to order at 7:10 pm. In attendance were Alma Forsyth of Pennsbury Township, Bruce Yelton of Pocopson Township, Dan Hill of Birmingham Township, John Haedrich of Kennett Township, Karen Tankle of East Bradford Township, Debbie Reardon and Kathleen Goodier of Chadds Ford Township, and our consultant Lois Saunders. Representing KSK were Suzanna Barucco and Elizabeth Burling.   

Discussions with KSK

           After the Call to Order, the meeting was turned over to Suzanna Barucco. KSK provided a handout defining the CMP and a vision statement for the BVSB. Discussion concerned if the vision definition was for the CMP or the byway. It was concluded that the vision was for the CMP and that a vision for the byway would have to be developed at a later date.
           Chadds Ford Township has concerns of mapping of their township. Corrections are available in their Open Space Plan.

           Discussion then shifted on how to map commercial establishments. No consensus was reached. There are also concerns on how to map eased and protected open spaces without giving developers a clear vision of developable parcels. Again no consensus was reached.
           A power point presentation on the Community Based Observation Techniques (CBOT) was given. This employed some the pictures we all took on the disposable cameras. The pictures were divided into the six features sought for a scenic byway and accompanied with appropriate text. This presentation will be used to introduce the Byway’s Advisory Committee to our work to date. There was general agreement that the presentation was a good reflection of the byway corridor with the exception of Simon Pierce as a benefit. Most thought this was a commercial determent to the byway. Some of the pictures may be enhanced or switched with better, similar pictures taken by KSK.

           Next we discussed the Advisory Committee. We should contact each potential member by letter with an RSVP for a meeting on November 6, 2008, at 7:00 pm at Pennsbury Township. The members of the Advisory Committee should be encouraged to drive the byway before the meeting. KSK will develop an agenda for the first meeting.

           Discussion then started on the Stakeholders. KSK provided an updated list with fewer categories. We need to develop a contact and address for each proposed member. KSK would like to hold two days of meetings with three groups per day on November 18th, 19th, or 20th. John Haedrich will contact Longwood Gardens to see if we can use the small auditorium behind the gift shop for these meetings.

           KSK polled our members to see if our comfort level was improving. Most felt we were on the right track, but some problems still exist to be resolved in the future.

           This concluded the discussion with KSK and they left to return to Philadelphia. We resumed our normal meeting schedule.
