KSK’s Submittals

              Submittals of the initial work by Rettew and Ratsep have been supplied. We need to review and discuss this work at our November meeting so comments can be returned to KSK. 
              During an Oversight Committee meeting on October 23rd, we contacted KSK and requested an agenda for the initial Advisory Committee meeting, agenda(s) for the Stakeholders’ meetings, and a brochure describing what a byway is, the work done to 
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date on the BVSB, and what is expected from the stakeholders. KSK committed to supply these documents by October 27th, 28th, and 29th respectively. 
              As of our regular meeting we had only received the first item. This caused us to delay the stakeholders’ meeting till sometime in January 2009. We did not feel the preparation needed for these meetings has been satisfactorily completed.

              Our Commission feels there must be a press release published before the stakeholders’ meetings. The general public is in the dark about what we have accomplished over the last two years and what our goals are for the BVSB. 

              We also had concerns about the preparation for the Advisory Committee initial meeting. We alter the agenda and agreed to proceed with this meeting on November 6th at 7:00 pm at Pennsbury Township. We felt KSK should discuss in addition to their presented agenda information on the development process for a CMP, the success of the Delaware BVSB and its NSB designation, what a NSB designation entails and its benefits, and what the public can expect from the completion of our CMP for the BVSB.
