Advisory Committee & KSK Discussion

              We discussed KSK’s Notes on the Advisory Committee meeting. Comments and corrections were made. Chair Mary Sue Wiedmer will e-mail these to Suzanna Barucco. See the proposed e-mail from Mary Sue Wiedmer dated November 21, 2008. We agreed that we should take advantage of the offers by the traffic planners from Chester and Delaware Counties. We should gather and review this information before sending it on the KSK and Rettew. This will be a cost savings for the CMP project. It was requested that KSK provide us with the scope and objectives that they set for Rettew for both Rettew’s initial submittal and their total input to the CMP.
Nominating Committee

              It was agreed that the nominating committee for our 2009 officers should be composed of Karen Tankle, Tom Nale, and Bruce Yelton. (We plan to meet at noon on December 4th at Pennsbury Township.) 
Stake Holder Meeting Discussion

              We again want the invitation to be short and to the point. A “brochure” on byways should be included to help educate our proposed stake holders. Finally our byway map should be included in the package, and stake holders should be encouraged to drive 
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the byway before our meetings. We should reach an agreement on the stake holders’ invitation package on December 10th or the meetings should again be delayed.
Other Business

              John Haedrich requested that an outline or index be provide with KSK’s submittals. Debbie Reardon would like to see a table of contents for each submittal.

              Bruce Yelton again emphasized the need for press coverage of our efforts. This will help to educate the public on our efforts and goals.

              Bruce Yelton also suggested that at each of our meetings we develop a to-do list for KSK. This should be very specific and should keep the CMP development flowing smoothly.
New Business

              John Haedrich presented Penn DOT’s Smart Transportation program. The program will provide $60 million statewide for specific applications related to transportation. Kennett Township would like our committee’s support for a grant to extend their planned Route 52 bikeway along Route 1 to the Chester County Visitors’ Center at Longwood. Pennsbury is applying separately for a grant to plan for a bikeway c along Route 52 from the Delaware state line to connect with the Kennett bikeway. No action was taken as members want more information (drawings) of what Kennett Township is proposing.

              On our December 10th meeting with KSK we would like to see an outline of the document submitted on existing conditions.
