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Script and Nametags for Commissioners

KSK Plan for April 30th Public Meeting

Suzanna Barucco provided a handout detailing the boards that will be used.  The boards were reviewed and edited.  The presentation will be interactive, comfortable, and will provide more anonymity. She reported that people like the dot exercise because their opinion is made known. Alma Forsyth stressed that it is important that attendees learn what the Byway is and the Townships’ roles.  Suzanna will describe what the CMP is and how it will affect and benefit communities.  She will stress the improved quality of the visitor’s experience, not encouraging more tourism.  She will reiterate the benefits to the residents.  There was concern that discussions not in a structured format will not be recorded.
