Call to Order

              The meeting was called to order by Chairman Dan Hill at 7:39 pm. KSK Notes April 23, 2009 Commission Meeting


It was agreed that these notes accurately represented the KSK portion of the meeting. 

Review Community Visioning Workshop – KSK


The information received from the board exercise offered few surprises. It was suggested that the boards should have been presented after Suzanna’s introduction. There weren’t controls in place to keep people from voting more than once. Recreation became a distant third in importance to the attendees as a whole. Suzanna assured the Commission that the recreational issues raised at the meeting won’t be lost. 

There was concern from those that spoke with Advisory Committee members that the advisors were frustrated at the lack of content in the presentation. It was offered that the introduction wasn’t geared to the experience level of the advisors, but the general public. It was agreed that they should be included more in the CMP process. 

Concern was voiced that the presentation itself lacked polish and energy.  The slides were small and hard to see/read.  There was no Q&A, and there is concern that information gathered in private discussions will be lost.  Because there was no wrap-up at the end of the meeting, there was concern that attendees felt a lack of communication and completion. For future meetings, Commissioners would like to review the presentations.


West Bradford and East Fallowfield Townships were excited by the Byway. Mary Sue Wiedmer gave them Jackie Koons-Felion’s contact information.  They may be interested in joining after the completion of the CMP.


Sherri Evans-Stanton expressed interest in reviewing the mission statement.  Mary Sue Wiedmer thinks it may have been done.  If not, Alma Forsyth will follow up with Sherri.
Review Intrinsic Qualities


Suzanna requested that each Commissioner/Township write a page about what they feel are the intrinsic qualities of the Byway.  The theme should be a broad umbrella and link the Byway together.  We will discuss these pages at the June meeting. They can be distributed beforehand to save time at the meeting.

Table of Contents

Suzanna distributed a draft of the CMP Table of Contents.  She requested that revisions be sent to her before the next meeting. The timetable was reviewed and will be given to John for the website. Commissioners asked that the CMP draft be distributed in parcels so feedback can be given in a timely manner. KSK is in the process of developing the CMP recommendations.

No Oversight Committee meetings will be held until a written legal opinion is received.
