Notes from the Oversight Committee Meeting, 6/15/09

The legal opinion rendered by Bob Adams was discussed.

Concern over making quorum at monthly meetings, especially over the summer months.  Five Townships must be represented to make quorum.

KSK meetings with Township Planning Commissions were discussed.  Dan expressed via email his desire to have KSK come to Birmingham soon but would like to see an outline of what they are planning to present.  They are scheduled to come to Chadds Ford at the end of June.  This timing was not the work of KSK, but of the Township Manager.  Kathleen and Debbie agreed that it is premature.  
Debbie will call Suzanna (after speaking with Dan) to confirm that KSK and BVSBC need to coordinate our ideas on the Theme and scope (characterization) of the Byway before KSK meets with Municipality Planning Commissions.  She will also postpone the KSK-Chadds Ford meeting.
According to the proposal (Task 4.7), KSK is to present a draft of the CMP to the Supervisors, Planning Commission and Public.  The Commission needs to see this draft.  The Planning Commissioners and Supervisors need time to read the draft before being able to give feedback.
Some Commissioners feel it is a waste of time and money for KSK to come to each Township.  Some feel they can present it themselves.

The Table of Contents was discussed.  Is the Advisory Committee going to get a chance to review it?  We need to tell KSK what we are looking for with specificity.  

George Z will revise the Table of Contents in the next two days to "characterize" the Byway in detail to enable more appropriate descriptive text in the CMP. The revised Table of Contents will be sent to KSK on Monday, June 22nd.  Suzanna will attend the next regular meeting on the 25th to review the Table of Contents and the Theme. (Municipalities are to present their Theme ideas at the meeting on June 25th.)

The timeline was reviewed.  It was proposed that we hold two meetings per month and advertise as such.  This would help the Commission review and respond to KSK.
