BRANDYWINE VALLEY SCENIC BYWAY

MINUTES JUNE 25, 2009
Call to Order
    The meeting was called to order by Vice Chairman Debbie Reardon of Chadds Ford Township at 7:35 p.m. In attendance were Mary Sue Wiedmer of East Bradford, John Haedrich of Kennett Township, Alma Forsyth of Pennsbury Township, George Zacharkiw of Pocopson, and Lois Saunders, Consultant.  Suzanna Barucco from Kise, Straw & Kolodner was also present.  Tom Nale was present for a brief period prior to  adjournment.
Announcements

Mary Sue Wiedmer announced that the Historic Resource Ordinance in East Bradford Township had been approved, adding over 100 new historic resources to it’s Official Map, as well as adoption of the award winning photo survey of resources.

   Mary Sue Wiedmer reported that municipalities in and around the byway were sending correspondence to PennDot requesting a  “revisit” to the 202 corridor project section Matlack Rd. exit to the Delaware State Border. During the previous Section 106/4f meetings on the mothballed project, Route 52 had been designated as a detour route for traffic on 202 during extensive construction. With the renewed interest by these municipalities requesting the “revisit” of the project, the Byway commission was advised that once again Route 52 may be proposed as a detour during any construction and might want to be prepared to comment should this PennDot project move forward again in the coming months.
KSK Notes May 28, 2009 Commission Meeting
     It was agreed that these notes accurately represented the KSK portion of the meeting.

Review Table of Contents

     George Zacharkiw explained the method and sources used to revise the Table of Contents proposed by KSK  The revised Table of Contents combined the KSK draft, the BVSBC RFP, and the Delaware CMP Table of Contents. The revised Table of Contents was sent to Suzanna Barucco for review prior to the meeting.

CMP Recommendations

     During the Table of Contents discussion, Suzanna submitted a draft of Goals, Objectives and Strategies (Development Plan) that will be incorporated as recommendations in the CMP.   Concerns were raised by John Haedrich about the format from a structural standpoint to be sure information is all in the plan. He asked Suzanna: When will we see goals and objectives in a combined form?    Lois Saunders expressed a concern that all information needs to be presented in a narrative.  George offered to review the proposed goals, objectives and strategies and coordinate them with the table of contents.  George also asked if we should meet in Philadelphia to get a full picture.
   Suzanna requested Commissioner comments by July 10th.
Intrinsic Qualities/Theme Discussion

   KSK and the Member Municipality responses to the request for written statements were reviewed to determine the intrinsic qualities and the scope of the theme that will be included in the Byway CMP. The similarity of the proposed themes and the focus on intrinsic qualities were remarkable: Historic, Natural, and Scenic.  The determination of the intrinsic qualities and the theme is an on-going process. 
Vision Statement Changes

      It was agreed that the vision statement revised by Sherry Evans-Stanton and John Snook would be further revised as follows:  The last sentence referring to the Delaware Scenic Byway, (The success of the Byway will build on coordination between both Delaware and Pennsylvania byway commissions), would be deleted.  The reason for this is that the last sentence will undermine the significance of the Pennsylvania Byway. 
Advisory Committee
     It was agreed that the Advisory Committee should be consulted more frequently.  It was suggested that the Advisors should review the revised Table of Contents and should be asked to submit their thoughts on the Byway theme and the intrinsic qualities.
Future Tasks
    The Municipal Public Workshop Meetings and presentations will be developed in future Byway Commission meetings.     

Review and Approval of Minutes 
    On a motion by Mary Sue Wiedmer and seconded by Debbie Reardon, the minutes from the May 28, 2009 Commission Meeting were approved.  Minor corrections must be noted before the minutes are distributed to the Municipalities as follows: 

Call to Order: George Zacharkiw represents Pocopson Township.

Oversight Committee:  East Bradford (not East Marlborough) Commissioners were concerned.

Treasurer’s Report – May and June

The Commission will wait for Tom Nale to present the report at the July 13th meeting.

Commission Officers/ Members/Consultants Roles

    Debbie Reardon announced that Chairman Dan Hill has asked her to take over the leadership role for the remainder of the year.  Dan will continue to represent Birmingham Township.  Members of the Commission agreed that Debbie will continue to serve as Vice Chairman and the Chairman’s position will remain unfilled for the remainder of the year.     Dan will be asked to help find another representative from Birmingham Township to ensure a quorum when he is unable to attend the Commission meetings.  (The Bylaws require two representatives from each municipality. A quorum is defined as being: one representative from five of the seven participating municipalities.)
Commission Meetings
     On motion by Mary Sue Wiedmer and seconded by Debbie Reardon the Commission will meet on the second Monday of each month and the fourth Thursday of each month for the remainder of the year.  Bob Adams will be consulted to determine if these meetings should be advertised.  If so determined, an ad will be placed in local newspapers next week.  The next Commission meeting will be held on Monday, July 13th.
